R5246:

In reality a man is not always what on the surface he seems to be. His real character is deep
down below--the purpose of his life. These are not the mere fransitory thoughts, but the
deep fissures of thought, if we may so designate those which involve the whole life. The
Scriptures bring to our attention the fact that we are to be transformed by the renewing
of our minds--by having them made over--Rom. 12:2 ...

This cleansing, this sanctifying, comes not merely through the reading of the Truth, or
the mental application of the Truth, but through the heart--thinking on the Truth. This
heart-thinking, these deep resolutions, are ours as Christians, and are to be guided by
certain principles. These have to do with the real man whom God is considering--not the old
creature, more or less blemished, according to the degree of depravity. God looks at the
New Creature.

These deep heart convictions and purposes constitute a transformation of character. This
is the man's real condition, and so is he.. As a New Creature, he is fo watch his words, his
thoughts, his actions. If a transitory, wrong thought should pass through his mind, it would
not be the thought of his heart. And he as a New Creature, should stop it, put it away, so
that it [R5247] may not take root in his heart, and choke out better sentiments.

This right thinking of the heart has very much to do with the whole life. The Apostle says
that we are transformed by the renewing of our minds, to know what is the perfect will of
God. This is the Christian's standpoint. How glad we are that our Heavenly Father is judging
us from this standpoint! How glad we are that He is able to read the heart, that He knows
our hearts, that He knows our inmost thoughts!
